NATIVE AMERICAN STUDIES

The Associate of Arts and Sciences degree in Native American Studies provides core courses that introduce
students to Native culture, history, language and values while increasing understanding of the unique political
status, rights, and responsibilities of tribal nations. The emphasis is on providing students with a broad and
realistic understanding of issues that impact Native communities and people. The Native American Studies
degree program is a direct transfer degree designed for students who are interested in transferring to a four-year
college or university to complete a bachelor’s degree. Students should consult with their advisor to determine
the appropriate courses for their area of interest and to ensure that they meet the requirements of the college or
university to which they plan to transfer.
