Re-connecting Lummi Elders & Youth to the Beauty of Mother Earth

The Northwest Indian College in partnership with Dr. Rose Roberts, visiting Scholar from
Canada, received a grant for an environmental project that is intended to foster the renew-
ing and building of the relationship between community Lummi Elders and Northwest In-
dian College students. Indigenous peoples are often exalted for their ecological knowledge
and yet, due to the history of colonization and its related outcomes of social, economic and
environmental impoverishment, this knowledge is being forgotten. The youth do not neces-
sarily have the same close connections with the Elders in the community; thus Elders have
lost their roles as educators of the young and holders of the community knowledge.

This project will be a combination of environmental clean up and reintegrating local indige-
nous plants. Elders in the community will be approached to seek their participation in the
project. The environmental clean up phase of the project will involve cleaning up Elders
yards. Metal dumpsters will be rented on a daily basis and the students will spend one week-
end day cleaning up an Elder’s yard. The rental services of the dumpsters includes pick up
and hauling away.

The second phase of the project will be to plant medicine gardens in the Elder’s yard. The
garden will be a raised bed, and plants that are medicinal and indigenous to the local envi-
ronment will be planted. Low maintenance plants will be the primary choice, taking into
consideration that some Elders may not have the physical stamina to sustain a garden.

The outcomes of the project are to create beautiful spaces for the Elders and the community, to
foster the relationship between Elders and youth through working together, and for the Elders to
share their traditional ecological knowledge with the students. The students will appreciate the
effort involved in taking care of the environment, working together to support community, and
gaining pride in their local knowledge base. The project will run from January to June
2010.
